
FISHERY RULES

WINTER OPENING (1st nov – 31st march) 7:30am – 5pm or dusk (WHICHEVER IS SOONER)
summer opening (1st apr–31st oct) 7:30am – 7PM ( Subject to chage, check with bailiff )
all anglers unless on a pre booked match must be in POSSESSION of a day ticket – available on the bank.  tickets will be refused if no rod licence is available
No child under the age of 14 is allowed to fish without adult supervision at all times
ANYONE UNDER THE AGE OF 16 only permitted to fish the small lake UNLESS ACCOMPANIED BY A COMPETENT ADULT ANGLER Or previous permision given by the bailiff
Only one rod to be used per angler
Barbless hooks only ( maximum size  12).  No Braided Lines or rigs to be used. all feeders and led rigs must be free running
No floating baits or surface fishing. If seen you will be asked to leave the fishery. bread is no longer permitted on a day ticket
Dry towels must not be used to handle fish
NO BLOODWORM, CAT MEAT, DOG BISCUITS (OR ANY OTHER PET FOOD), NO BOILLIES OR ANY OTHER HIGH PROTEIN BAIT
Unused bait not to be thrown in the lake  It must be removed from the premises or left bagged in the bins provided
All anglers must have a landing net and unhooking mat PER PERSON THESE CANNOT BE SHARED BETWEEN ANGLERS. 
No keep nets EXCEPT IN PRE BOOKED MATCHES. Max Net Weight oF 70LB.
Keep nets are expected to be of good quality (knotless).  Any  nets deemed unfit will not be allowed and if a spare is not available the individual will be unable to fish

All nets must be completely dry before they are put into the water.  SPOT CHECKS WILL BE CARRIED OUT PRIOR TO MATCHES
Baited tackle must not be left unattended at the swims
We reserve the right to inspect bait and tackle at ANY time before or during a match.  Failure to comply with this request will result in you being asked to leave

Match anglers must have a minimum of two keep nets each (silver fish AND Carp MUST NOT BE IN NETS TOGETHER)

Spot checks will be carried out AND Any person found not abiding by these rules will be asked to leave and may be banned from the fishery. We reserve the right to refuse entry to any person not deemed suitable to fish.
